I nvariably, the converted PICT image is worse in inage quality than the
original AFF imge that is displayed on the Maci ntosh screen using G ffer
It appears that the colors used in the original GFF inmge don't conpletely
map to the colors displayed in the PICT i mage
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The problemis that sonewhere along the |ine the color |ookup table is
being lost. The A FF file has its own custom | ookup table that is either
not being converted to the PICT file, or the programused to display the
PICT file is not using the custom | ookup table.
