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SCSI Probe is a utility programthat gives you information on each SCSI device
(l'i ke hard di sks, CD-ROM drives, tape backup drive, renovable drives) connected
to your system For each device, SCSI Probe includes the SCSI nunber, the
manuf acturer, and version.

SCSI Probe also lets you nount and unnmount devices. That is, you can nake the
Maci nt osh aware of a SCSI device (nount) or unaware of a device (unmount). If
your hard disk icon doesn't appear on the desktop after you start your

Maci nt osh, SCSI Probe can sonetinmes get it to work. SCSI Probe can al so hel p you
track down SCSI address conflicts.

Fol | ow these steps to install and use SCSI Probe:

1) If you don't have a copy of the SCSI Probe Control Panel device, you can
obtain it from Appl eLi nk or other on-line services.

2) Drag SCSI Probe to your System Folder. It will be placed in the Control
Panel s fol der.

3) Select Control Panel fromthe Apple nenu.

4) In the Control Panel, select the SCSI Probe icon. A w ndow appears.



5) dick the Update button to update the device list for your current
configuration.

6) To mount a SCSI device, click the Mount button. |If SCSI Probe is
successful in nounting the device, its icon will appear on your desktop

Hi nts and Hel p

If you've had to use SCSI Probe to mount a hard drive, be aware that it's only a
temporary fix. Mke sure you back up the data on that hard disk before shutting
down again. Then determne if your hard disk drive needs to be reinitialized or
repaired.
