There is a problemw th the Display Enabler and AFE, and it is a known issue
that is being addressed. The newer version of the Display Enabler v1.1
unfortunately does not work with AFE either.

This problem occurs with any Macintosh that requires the Display Enabler to use
the Multiple Scan Displays. Every Maci ntosh except the Power Macintosh conputers
require the Display enabler.

Not e: The Power Macintosh Conputers will not run Apple File Exchange.

By doing a force-quit of Apple File Exchange via the COMVAND- OPTI ON- ESCAPE key
sequence, the problem does not nmanifest. Be sure to unmount all servers or
di skettes prior to invoking this procedure.

The only alternative at this time is to use PC Exchange or sone other third
party utility that reads Ms-DOS or ProDOS di sks.
