1. You can use the Apple Restoration CD on the Apple CD SC Plus and newer Apple

CD-ROM drives. If you are not

booting fromthe Apple Restoration CD, you al so



need t he appropriate CD-ROM software driver installed on your Mcintosh
conput er.

2. You cannot boot fromthe Apple Restoration CD on Maci ntosh SE, SE/ 30,
Cassic, Il, IIx, or Ilcx conputers. Wth these conputers, start your Macintosh
with a bootable hard drive and then run the Restoration CD installer program
fromthe Gther Itens wi ndow that appears in the Finder

3. If you're restoring software to a blank replacenent hard drive in a
single-drive system the conputer should boot fromthe Apple Restoration CD
after a few seconds. If the conputer has an internal hard drive capabl e of
booti ng the conmputer, press and hold down the Shift, Option, Conmmand, and Del ete
keys while starting the system |f the conputer has nultiple SCSI hard drives
that are set up as bootable startup disks, disconnect or |eave them powered off
whil e using the Apple Restoration CD. Here are a few ot her notes about booting
fromthe Apple Restoration CD:

a. On Macintosh SE, SE/30, I, Ilx, Ilex, Ilci, Ilfx, Ilsi, and Performa 20
400, 405, and 430 conputers, pressing and hol ding down the Shift, Option
Conmmand, and Del ete keys during startup disables the hard drive installed as
SCSI devi ce 0.

b. On all other conputers except those listed in itenms 2 and 3a, pressing a
hol di ng down the Shift, Option, Conmand, and Del ete keys during startup disables
the hard drive chosen with the Startup Disk control panel. If no disk was chosen
with the Startup Di sk control panel, the conputer will either disable the hard
drive installed as SCSI device 0 or the key sequence will have no effect
(dependi ng on the nodel of conputer).

c. In general, if you are using an Apple CD 300 player and you set the CD-R
drive's SCSI device nunber to a higher nunber than a bootable hard drive, the
conput er should boot fromthe CO-ROM drive. If other devices are starting the
conputer, either disconnect them set the CD-ROMdrive to be the startup disk
or specify a hard drive to be the startup disk and then use the

Shi ft - Opti on- Conmmand- Del et e key sequence to disable the drive. |If the conputer
still attenpts to boot from SCSI device 0, even after using the

Shi ft - Opti on- Conmrand- Del et e key sequence, you can reset the startup disk to SCS
device 0 by clearing paraneter RAM (pressing and hol di ng down Opti on- Cormand- P- R
keys while starting up your system). Note, however, that clearing paraneter RAM
al so clears other user settings.
