The Screen
control panel is designed primarily for use on all-in-one style Mcintosh

conput ers, such as the Maci ntosh Performa and LC 500 series.

You can set the Screen control panel to automatically dimthe screen after a
certain anpunt of tine. After the selected period of tinme has passed wi thout
nmouse nmovenent or keyboard input, this control panel will dimthe screen and
"put the systemto sleep." Upon noving the nouse or pressing a key on the
keyboard, the inage will cone back up but you will not be able to click the
nouse or type until the beeping stops, usually about ten seconds.

The Screen control panel will also load and allow you to turn it on but will not
dimthe external nonitor on these systens:

Maci nt osh LC 630

Maci nt osh Quadra 630
Maci nt osh Performa 630 series
Maci nt osh Performa 640 series

In this case, the Screen control panel tries to put the nmachine to sleep, but
the external monitor still displays the inmage. Wen you nove the nbuse or press
a key on the keyboard, the control panel senses your input and starts beeping as



if it is working normally.

You are seeing After Dark running and when you nove the nouse you, are hearing
the Screen control panel "wake up" your Macintosh. Since the Screen control
panel is not working as intended you should turn it off or drag it out of your
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
