Descri pti on:

The "AV Digitizer Options" extension is a "video panel conponent™ for use with
the Maci ntosh Quadra 840AV, Quadra 660AV and the Centris 660AV. I't provides
access to several capabilities of the AV video hardware that are not easily
accessed ot herwi se:

1. It allows the user to switch the color space of the live video w ndow from
16bpp color to 8bpp grayscale. Note than in nmonitors with a resolution higher
than 832 x 624, video will only be displayed in 8bpp grayscale. This is a
hardware limitation

2. It allows the user to select 1 of 7 different |levels of transparency for the
live video. This neans that when you superinpose a graphics wi ndow in front of
the live video window, the |ive video can "blend" with the graphics at 7
different levels: (% G aphics / % Vi deo) 100% 0% 75% 25% 62% 38% 50% 50%
38% 62% 25% 75% and 0% 100% Pl ease note, that this feature is only
avai |l abl e when the graphics is in 256 colors or grays.

3. It allows the user to bypass the Inverse Ganma | ookup table in the Digita
Vi deo Scal er. When the |ookup table is bypassed the video data witten to VRAM



will not be nodified. Note that there is another |ookup table in the output end
that only affects the di splayed data (Not the captured video data). This |ookup
tabl e has the sane Gamma correction as that of the displayed graphics. |In order
to bypass that table, go to the Options dialog of the nmonitors control panel,
whil e holding the option key. Select the "Uncorrected Gamma" as the gamma

tabl e.

Install ation:

Drag the file into the Extensions fol der of your system and reboot the machine.
You can access the features through the "Video Settings..." nmenu item of any
Qui ckTinme 1.5 or higher aware application.

Extra Not es:

Presently, nost video applications will stop |live video playthrough when they
are switched into the background. This is because if they don't, the video wll
bl ast through any wi ndows that are in the front. However, the AV hardware has a
dual frame buffer architecture that avoids the need for stopping the video.

Thus transparency will not work in these applications. The only shipping
application that I know that all ows video-playthrough while in the background is
Vi deo Monitor, from Apple.
