This issue applies to any 200 or 500 series Power Book conputer which has been
upgraded to Power PC. The Power PC processor for these PowerBook conputers is not
fully conpatible with the hard drive driver witten to the hard drive by Apple
HD SC Set up.

Resol uti on
To alleviate this synptom you need to update the hard drive driver with Drive
Setup 1.0.3 or later.

VWhi ch Power Book Computers are Affected?

Since the default hard disk driver for all PowerBook 200 and 500 series
conputers cones from Apple HD SC Setup, any such Power Book upgraded to Power PC
wi Il have this synptomunless the hard drive has been previously updated with
Drive Setup 1.0.3 or later.
