The file called "Desktop" is the file that is infected. Renmenber, this is the
file at the root level of the volume. The "Desktop DF" and "Desktop DB" files
created by the Desktop Manager INIT are in the Server Folder, and are not

bot hered by the WDEF virus for two reasons:

1) The Server Folder is not accessible by any program on a workstation.
2) WDEF | ooks for a file called "Desktop" to infect, not "Desktop DF" or

"Deskt op DB".
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
