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Cccasionally the power button on a Quadra 610/ 660AV or Power Maci ntosh 6100/ 60
may hang up inside the system and does not activate the power supply on or off.

If the top cover is renmoved and the plastic power button actuator is realigned,
it fixes the problemtenporarily but eventually the problemreturns.
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Sone bottom case housi ngs have too nuch play between the netal tabs that guide
the plastic actuator. This appears to be caused by inproperly bent netal tabs
on the bottom housi ng. Because of this the plastic actuator can catch behind
the nmetal housing.

The probl em was resol ved in nmanufacturing by enlarging the hole thus elimnating
the problemeven if the tabs are not bent properly. W recomend that a new
bott om housi ng, Quadra 610/ 660AV part nunber 922-0360, Power Maci ntosh 6100/ 60
part nunber 922-0806, be installed for those custoners that experience this
problemregularly. Contact Apple Technical Operations for verification of the
probl em and further instructions for replacenent.

The foll owi ng workarounds can be attenpted prior to replacing the bottom
housi ng.

1. Reseat the Power Supply. This can possibly inmprove the alignment enough
that the probl em goes away.

2. Enlarge the netal hole. The hole does not need to be nuch larger - 1/16
of an inch larger should be sufficient.

3. Bend the tabs down so the actuator has |ess horizontal play. Be sure
the actuator has no front to back restrictions.
