4) Repl aced power supply but the probl em persists.
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In 90% of our cases, we have fixed this problem by replacing the high voltage
capacitor. The rest of the problens were either video D or cutoff rel ated.

There is a possibility that you received a danaged servi ce nodul e used in your
repair--nost likely the capacitor. Try replacing the capacitor one nore tine to
be sure.
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
