This file contains a patched resource for version 2.0.1 of the AppleShare Print
Server. \Wien installed into the Print Server software using ResEdit or a
simlar utility, it allows banner pages with 7.0 print drivers - sonmething that
ot herwi se hangs the Print Server
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To install, follow these steps:

1) Make a copy of the "AShare Prnt Srv" programthat you want to nodify.
Don't use the original.

2) Fromw thin ResEdit, open the "Special BANP Resource for 7.0" file.

3) Select the BANP icon fromthe opened wi ndow, and then Copy fromthe Edit
nenu. Cose the file.

4) Select Open... fromResEdit's file nenu to open the AShare Prnt Srv copy
you nmade in step 1

5) Select Paste fromthe file nenu, and confirmthat you want to replace
the version that already exists.

6) Quit ResEdit, confirmng that you want to save changes.

The nodified version should now work properly with the banner page option
enabl ed.

This patch has not undergone the extensive testing that acconpanies
rel eased products, and therefore nust be provided as an unofficial and
unsupported patch. It appears to solve the problem of hangi ng banner
pages, but use it at your own risk.
