TOPIC -----------------------------------------------------------

Is there any way to distinguish between a Rev A and Rev B AppleColor High-
Resolution RGB Monitor without having to look at the main logic board?

DISCUSSION ------------------------------------------------------

Yes, by the manufacture date stamped below the serial number on back of the
monitor:

- Until June 1991, only Rev A AppleColor Hi-Res RGB Monitors were being
  manufactured.

- From July 1991 until November 1991, both Rev A and Rev B monitors
  were manufactured.  To distinguish between a Rev A and Rev B AppleColor
  Hi-Res RGB Monitor, there is an absence of a high voltage capacitor on the
  Rev B version. The high voltage capacitor was incorporated into Main Logic
  "D" on revision B of the AppleColor Hi-Res RGB Monitor, whereas on the Rev A
  monitor, it was a separate part.

- After November 1991, only Rev B monitors were manufactured.
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
