The Appl eCD 150
printed circuit board and headphone board are in different |ocations on the
drive. This change (streamining) was done to all ow the AppleCD 150 to be
put into a smaller box. Sony has different part numbers for each
mechani sm and they are not interchangeabl e.

The Appl eCD 150 current repair strategy is a "whole unit" exchange.
Service Providers should not use an AppleCD SC Plus drive mechanismto
repair an Appl eCD 150.
