There have been no specific performance studi es done conparing the
performance of running the server as an file server alone verses running it
in conjunction with a mail server. There is no question that you can
expect degradation in performance, how rmuch is dependent on how t he
services of the server are used. The benchmarks we have done conparing the
file server and Oracl e running concurrently, show as nuch as a 60%drop in
performance. W don't expect Ms Mail to reduce di sk performance as nuch as
Oracle, but that really depends on the customers usage.
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
