They're available on the
Devel oper CD; the only real difference between them and the English
versions is in the text. The Installer will be on the first disk once
you unconpress the software, and you can then wite a script to run on
that localized version of the Installer. The |anguages now avail abl e
in 7.1 are Polish, Portuguese, Russian and Swedish. For any ot her

| anguages, you will need to use the Installer 3.2, found with the

| ocal i zed versions of System 7.0. (Installer 3.3 was never |ocalized.)

If you ship the Installer with your product, you will need to license
it through Software Licensing.

| mportant: For nost devel opers who are using v3.2/3.3, there should be
little revision required. For users of Installer v3.2, the file and
creator type becones the sane as for Installer v3.3 -- 'bbkr'.

Devel opers who are installing font resources will need to pay close
attention to the Installer 3.4 Release Notes. Under System 7.1, fonts
are now installed to the Fonts folder. Testing is recommended for al
upgrades to Installer v3.4.
