e Create a setup with buttons for prograns or files of the frequently used
CDs in the lab. Wen a user logs into this setup, a button for the
selected CD itens appear. When pressed, the systemw || pronpt for the
appropriate CD. |If the CDis not inserted or cancelled, the button wll
remai n and not di sappear as in At Ease 1. X versions.

e Create a setup with access to any CD, and read access to the entire | ocal
volunme. Use the follow ng options:

- Enable 'Open O her' for the File nenu in the Menus setup dial og box.

- Enabl e ' Keep users from savi ngs new docunents anywhere else' in the
Options dial og box.

- Enable 'After login stay in At Ease' in the Options dial og box.

When a user logs in to this setup, they can select 'Open Gher' fromthe
File nmenu, insert their CD and see an open dialog box with its contents.

Note: Users can also see any itemon the |ocal volune by pressing the
Deskt op button.
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
