SCSI I D Junper Settings: J4 & J6
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There are four junpers associated with J4 and J6. To determine which is 1D0 on
junper J4, look at the front of the drive (with the SCSI connector away), IDO is
the left junper, with IDl to the right, and ID2 to the right of |D1.

To determine which is I1D0O on junper J6, |look at the side of the drive (with the
SCSI connector to the right), IDO is the left junper, with ID1L to the right, and
ID2 to the right of ID1.
