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A Maci ntosh Col or C assic begins booting imediately upon hitting the power
switch in the back, w thout having to press the power key on the keyboard,
whi ch shoul d be necessary.

Al so, when trying to Shut Down, the machine reboots itself automatically.
Thi s has happened with a Maci ntosh LC 520 as wel | .
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Sonme Col or C assic Anal og Board/ Power Supply service nmodules (p/n 661-0732)
and some LC 520 anal og board service nodules (P/N 661-0813) may be incorrectly
configured. If one of these boards is installed in a Color Cassic or LC 520,
the unit will denopbnstrate the problem synptons descri bed above.

These incorrectly configured Anal og Board/ Power Supply nodul es nay be
identified by a black or netal junper installed at |ocation BDl1l (near the
focus control knobs). This location is pertinent only to "Rev. C' boards.
Earlier revisions won't have a junper at this |location. Wien the junper is
renoved, the unit will operate properly. If you encounter one of these boards,
the problemis easily corrected by renoving the junper.
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
