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What precautions should be taken when transporting or noving the Col or
LaserWiter 12/600 PS to another |ocation?

The Col or LaserWiter 12/600 PS is |arge and heavy which requires speci al
handl i ng consi derations before noving it in order to prevent danage. The printer
circulates a supply of oil through the fusing systemto coat the fuser rollers.
The oil is necessary to elininate i nage offset caused by toner adhering to the
surface of the fuser rollers. Myving a Color LaserWiter wthout first renpving
the fuser oil bottle and all remaining oil will nost likely result in spilled
oil. Spilled oil can migrate and contam nate the oil overfl ow sensor causing an
error condition or cause inmage quality problenms if it gets on the transfer drum
or other parts of the imagi ng system Although |ess severe, the oil can create a
nmess if it migrates onto the interior and exterior plastics.

The followi ng procedures in addition to those docunented in the User's Cuide can
be taken to mnim ze probl enms when noving the Col or LaserWiter 12/600 PS
printer.

Moving Wthin the Sane Ofice

For general nmovenment within the sanme office the printer can be transported on a
cart as long as it is not tipped while lifting or noving the printer. If the
printer is tipped, oil will spill fromthe open oil pan at the bottom of the
fuser assenbly. If there is any possibility that the printer will be tipped then
the fuser oil should be renoved.

Movi ng to Another Location Wthout Repackagi ng The Printer

Renove the four toner cartridges, waste toner bottle, fuser oil bottle, and the
phot oconductor. Use the orange shipping fixture for the photoconductor to
protect it fromdanage and insert it into the |lightproof bag if available. The



wast e toner bottle should be capped to prevent toner |eakage.

Punp the teal green paper jamrel ease |lever on the right of the fuser assenbly
50 times to transport oil already in the systemback to the oil reservoir. Use a
smal | turkey baster or a large syringe to extract the oil fromthe reservoir.
Repeat the procedure if necessary until all of the oil has been renoved. The
Servi ce Source docunentation contains nore detailed information on oil renoval

Renove the fuser assenbly fromthe printer using the procedures docunented in
the fuser replacenent section of the LaserWiter 12/600 PS User's Cuide. Sea
the fuser assenbly in a plastic bag and transport it separate fromthe printer
Reinstall the fuser assenbly and the consumabl es after the printer has been
placed in its new | ocation.

Shi ppi ng to Anot her Location in the Oiginal Packaging

Renove the four toner cartridges, waste toner bottle, fuser oil bottle, and the
phot oconductor. Use the orange shipping fixture for the photoconductor to
protect it fromdanage and insert it into the lightproof bag if available. The
wast e toner bottle should be capped to prevent toner |eakage.

Punp the teal green paper jamrel ease |lever on the right of the fuser 50 tines
to nove oil already in the systemback to the oil reservoir. Use a small turkey
baster or a large syringe to extract the oil fromthe reservoir. Repeat the
procedure if necessary until all of the oil has been renopved.

Renove the fuser assenbly fromthe printer using the procedures docunented in
the fuser replacenent section of the LaserWiter 12/600 PS User's Cuide. Sea
the fuser assenbly in a plastic bag and transport it separately in a large well
padded box. For best results use the specially designed fuser shipping box that
is provided with replacenent fusers.

Reinstall the orange transfer drum shipping screw assenbly that ships with al
new printers. This screw is necessary to prevent damage to the delicate transfer
drumand its drive nechani sm

Tape closed any plastic covers that could open or becone di sl odged during
transport. Use fiber reinforced packaging tape sinmlar to that originally used
to package the printer. Pay particular attention to the front door, fuser access
door, multipurpose tray, and the paper cassette tray.

Carefully inspect the cardboard cover, foam shipping bl ocks, and wooden pall et
bef ore repackagi ng the printer. DO NOT reuse danmaged packagi ng materials or
severe shippi ng danage nmay result.

Reinstall the fuser assenbly and the consumabl es after the printer has been
placed in its new | ocation.

If an error condition exists after shipping the printer then consult the Service
Source CD troubl eshooting procedures for additional assistance.
