W cannot reconmend the Desktop Manager as a solution to your custoner's
probl ems nor can we reconmend its use in a non-Appl eShare environment. |If
your custoner chooses to install it to see if it may hel p, we suggest that
they back up all three volunes before using the Desktop Manager
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
