If a user's password expires and this front end is the first attenpt to | og
in after the password expired, the DAL Preferences script doesn't
acconmopdate this situation and pronpt the user for a new password.

When t he VTAM server recogni zes an expired password, you now receive an
appropriate nessage, and you can update your password w thout having to |og
on to TSO. Sinply do a second connection to the server and enter both the
old (expired) and new (desired) passwords into the usual password field
using a colon (:) to delimt them (for exanple, ol dpass:newpass).
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
