For exanple, a DAL server is installed on a
MWS/ TSO system and on a DEC VAX system | would like to connect to both
systens simultaneously (physically possible) and execute a query that woul d
conbine fields fromtables on each systeminto a single query (providing
that the tables have JON fields that can be joined). |Is this possible
under DAL?
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It isn't possible to do this using DAL. In order to do what you want, DAL
woul d have to know about the catal ogs of different databases on different
hosts. It isn't designed to do this.

You can connect to nore than one host using two different applications or

| aunching the sanme application twice. For exanple, you can access the DB2
on the IBM mai nframe using C ear Access, and ORACLE on VAX/ VM5 using Exce
or launching C earAccess again using different host connections.

I nstead of using a conmercial software package, you can devel op your own
application that uses the DAL APl to access data fromdifferent databases
on different hosts. The application would call CLInit to connect to the
host and obtain a connection ID for each host. The application wuld al so
have to do the "joining" across host systens because this functionality
isn't provided by either DAL or any host relational database.
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
