Radi us confirmed that this is an intermttent problemw th Radi us Rocket,
and they are working to fix it.

There isn't a Mount Disk, but there is a beta software called Muntl mge
that allows you to nount Disk Copy inmmges. It isn't shareware, it isn't
supported, and you shouldn't use it in place of D skCopy, especially for
software installation.

We don't know if you can disable the Radi us Rocket to run Di skCopy, but you
shoul dn't use Mountlnmage in place of DiskCopy. Instead, please work with
Radius to fix the problem
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
