It is situated in the center
of the board just under the bell of the CRT. This control is sonetinmes not set
correctly at the factory. It controls the level of the color signal to the CRT.
The technician should nake very slight adjustnents to this control until color
appears on the screen. It is safe to run the control to its fullest range in
either direction. However, if the control is set too high, color bars wll
appear across the display.
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
