Adj usting The Wre
In order to adjust the transfer corona wire, the transfer corona wire assenbly
nust be renoved

Fol | ow the Techni cal Procedures for renoving the transfer corona wire assenbly.

Locate the two clear plastic screws on the underside of the assenbly. Turning
the plastic screws one revolution will raise or lower the wire .5 nm The
opti mum hei ght of the transfer corona wire is 10.3 nmfromthe bottom of the
assenbl y.

In order to keep the print even across the entire page, you nust have the wre
the sane height on both ends. Raising the wire (noving it away fromthe bottom
of the assenbly) will create a greater charge on the paper, and in turn attract



more toner to the paper.
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
