The W ndows software that we ship with the LaserWiter Pro 630 does not
contain any PostScript drivers or provide the capability of network access.
The only files we ship are .WPD files (anal ogous to PPD files) which just

i nformthe Wndows PostScript driver of the LaserWiter Pro capabilities --
i.e. tray options, inmageable area, etc. W also include sone PostScri pt
utility files which can be downl oaded to the LaserWiter Pro to enabl e/di sabl e
Phot oGrade, FinePrint, and our other imaging options.

The LaserWiter Pro 630 ONLY supports the AppleTal k protocol on our Ethernet
port. W believe that the HP LaserJet 4 will accept AppleTal k AS WELL AS
native PC protocols over its Ethernet port. |If this is what your custoner is
| ooking for, then the LaserWiter Pro DOES NOT provide this capability.

You might want to clarify this with your custoner since it is also possible to

"speak" AppleTal k through PC EtherTal k cards via software (such as software
that conmes with the Farall on PhoneNet PC Tal k card).
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
