When | replace the bad resource "dens", the driver works fine.
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Appl e believes the 'dens' resource stores the Print Density setting
t hat can be changed via the Options button in the Print dial og box.

There is a known bug with the LaserWiter Select 300 driver that when
the Print Density is adjusted, the driver will randomy produce bl ank
pages, or print pages that have two short horizontal black |ines at

t he upper left corner of the page. The workaround is to not use the
Print Density adjustnent.

This bug has been fixed in a new backward conpati bl e version of the
Personal LaserWiter 300 driver (v1.2). This driver is backward
conpatible with the LaserWiter Select 300, as well as the Persona
LaserWiter LS. Apple will be posting this driver on ApplelLink. Sinmply
drag-copy this print driver into your System Folder. It's the only
file you need to repl ace.

By the way, since this driver is also backward conpatible with the
Personal LaserWiter LS, Apple is selling an upgrade package for
Personal LaserWiter LS users who want this new driver. Thus, please
DO NOT distribute this driver beyond owners of the Persona
LaserWiter 300 and LaserWiter Select 300 printers.
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
