Unfortunately, this software, licensed froma third-party, contained an
expiration date -- it won't deconpress while installing if your conmputer's
date is later than Septenber 30th, 1993.
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Al t hough version 1.0.1 of the LaserWiter 8 Software corrects the
expiration date problem our reconmendation is to have customers upgrade to
