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We have verified that LaserWiter drivers v7.0 all the way to LaserWiter 8.1.1
downl oad the TrueType scal er regardl ess of the type of job. The key point to be
made concerning | ack of menory on the original LaserWiter printers is that if
nore menory is required in the printer, the TrueType scaler will automatically
get purged and bitmapped fonts will be rendered instead.

As far as the printing problens with LaserWiter 8.1.1, we ran the exact tests
with a sinple docunent containing the Pal ati no bitnmapped font (no TrueType or
Type 1 fonts installed). Here are our results when printed to an origina
LaserWiter:
