ROM Changes

The follow ng are the changes that have been included in the ROM upgrade
version 1.2 for the LaserWiter Pro 810.

Changes Since Revision 1.1
1. Added the PCL paranmeter Fontspace, Typeface, Synbol set, Height, Style,
Strokewei ght, and VM to the SET/DEFI NEt CHANGE SERVI CE command.

2. Added the paraneter PAPER SOURCE to SET/DEFI NE/ CHANGE SERVI CE. This all ows
the virtual printer to sel ect paper trays.

3. Revised the queuing procedure for AppleTal k protocol to allow operation with
the Novell ATPS NLM The Apple Arbitration procedure is now selectable (factory
default is enabled) and rmust be disabled for proper operation of ol der version
of ATPS. Appl eTal k Jobs are entered into the queue and the connection is

mai nt ai ned open while the Job remains in the queue. This fix also allows

Appl etal k printing to Wndows NT.

Two issues that may arise as a result of arbitration disabled are:



a. The Macintosh print nonitor will no | onger display the status of Jobs ahead
of the Job fromthe |ocal Mcintosh. This is because the |ocal Macintosh
bel i eves that the printer is now processing it's Job

b. Ader LaserWiter drivers that contain a connection tineout will fai
i ndi cating a conmuni cation error.

4. The PSM Appl eTal k Address Resol ution Protocol (MRP) was revised to provide
multiple responses to an ARRP request if necessary. This was a bug found with
t he COPS Pserve program

5. The PSM Nane Bi ndi ng Protocol (NBP) was corrected for proper operation when
the spooler is on a different zone than the printer

6. The LPD service has been changed to allow using any TCP virtual printer as

the I pd queue nane per the "/etc/printcap" entry. The ol d queue nanes "TEXT" and
"PASSTHRU' are no | onger avail able as default queue nanes.

7. Novell PSERVER protocols have been included for NetWare. Novell 4.X is
functional in Bindery enul ati on node.

8. I P address Initialization can now be made using ' ARP' and 'Ping'.

9. Corrected problem which prevented NetWare files greater than 16. 78 Mytes
from printing.

10. Corrected PSM crash which causes the printer to drop off of the Macintosh
Chooser .
