Adjusting a color nonitor using
color bars requires an expensive piece of test equipnment called a color
tenperature analyzer. To mininize the capital investnent costs for service
providers, Apple created a nethod by which video adjustnents can be nade
usi ng an i nexpensive light nmeter and plastic video alignment tools.

The small Apple in the upper left corner of the Macintosh display can be
used to verify that color is present. |If Apple's color nonitor adjustnent
procedures are followed carefully when setting up the gray bars, properly
adjusted colors will result.
