Here's what you need to know.

Because t he PowerBook Duo has a SCSI ID of 7, and its internal hard drive
is configured with a SCSI ID of 0, any hard drive installed in the Duo Dock
nmust be configured for other than SCSI ID 7 or O.

The Maci nt osh Duo Dock ships either with or without an internal hard drive.
When an internal hard drive is installed within the Duo Dock, it is
configured with a SCSI ID of 1.

If a service provider is replacing an Apple 230MB di sk drive, or installing
a third-party hard drive in the Duo Dock, the SCSI ID nust be other than 0
or 7. (See below for Apple 230MB drive instructions). Service provider
installing other than an Apple hard di sk drive nust contact the drive

manuf acturer for SCSI |ID specifications.

The Apple 230MB hard drive nodule (P/N 661-1637) ships from Service without
a SCSI ID junper (SCSI 1D=0). This drive nmust be reconfigured in order to
work in the Duo Dock.

Install ation

When renovi ng an Apple 230MB hard drive fromthe Duo Dock, please renmove
the junper fromthe SCSI Select pins and install it accordingly on the
repl acenent nodul e.

The Appl e 230MB hard disk drive nust be configured as follows. On the disk
drive's PCB are six pairs of junmper pins that allow control of the drive



operation. The first three junpers control the drive's node of operation:
e SS - Self Seek - Apple default/No Junper Installed
e EP - Enable Parity - Apple default/Junper installed
« W6 - Wait/Spin - Apple default/No Junper Installed

Used in conbination, the junper settings across pins A2, Al, and A0 deternine
the hard disk drives SCSI bus identification (SCSI 1D).
