Until Novenber 1992, the Macintosh Cassic and Classic Il conputers were

manuf act ured using 40MB and 80MB drives supplied by

Quantum Conner, and IBM These drives were serviced by nodul e repl acenent:

e The repl acement 40MB drive (661-0614) could be either a Conner, |IBM or
Quant um nodul e.

 The replacenment 80MB drive (661-0624) could be either a Quantum or | BM
nodul e.

Starting Novenmber 1992: 661-0773 and 661-0111

In Novenber 1992, a new fanmily of 40MB and 80MB hard drives nanufactured

by Quantum (the Quantum Pro ELS series) was introduced into production of
the Classic Il conputers. It was believed that these new drives were
conpletely conpatible with previously shipped drives. |t was, however,

di scovered in manufacturing that these new drives caused a small anount of
video distortion in the ower right hand corner of the raster. During
Novenber and Decenber, Cassic Ils were nanufactured with these drives, and
the distortion elimnated by adjusting the deflection yoke nagnets.

The original service strategy was to include these Quantum Pro ELS drives

in the Service Part nunbers 661-0614 and 661-0624. But because of the

di stortion issue nentioned above, the service strategy was nodified and two new
service part nunbers have been assigned to the Quantum Pro ELS series

drives:

* 661-0773 for the 40MB nodul e

* 661-0111 for the 80MB nodul e



When Replacing a Drive

In order to avoid introducing video distortion into C assic systens when
repl acing either a 40MB or 80MB hard di sk nmodule, it is inportant that al
Quantum Pro ELS drives be replaced with Quantum Pro ELS nodules . It is
equal ly inportant to replace any non-Quantum Pro ELS drives with non-
Quantum Pro ELS nodul es.

The docunentation in the field does not yet reflect this need to

identify the Quantum Pro ELS drives. The Price Pages will be nodified

to reflect the additional two part nunbers in the April 1993 nmailing. The
Modul e 1D Cuide reflecting the change in nodul e nunber strategy will be
published in June.

Until the docunentation is in place, when replacing a Quantum Pro ELS
module in a Cassic Il, you should order 661-0773 and 661-0111 for the 40MB
and 80MB repl acenment nodule -- NOT the 661-0614 or 661-0624 as call ed out
on the price pages. This will ensure that the customer's conputer is
returned to its original performance condition

NOTE:

If after servicing a Cassic or Classic Il conputer, you observe a

distortion problemwith the [ower-right corner of the raster, nmake sure that
the appropriate "like-for-1like" exchange has been inplenmented. |If not, instal

the correct service nodule in the systemand return the incorrect nodule to
service stock, as it is not defective. Do not attenpt to adjust the yoke or
replace the CRT to correct the video distortion
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
