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The main |l ogic board and flyback transfornmer assenbly on a Macintosh
21-inch Col or Display have been replaced, now there is no raster. High
voltage is present and the CRT filanents are on. Wat causes this?
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This symptom usual ly occurs after the flyback transformer assenbly has been
replaced. This nodule controls of the screen voltage to the CRT, if the
screen control (nounted on the flyback transfornmer assenbly) is set too
low, the electron beaminside the CRT cuts off. This causes the no raster
condition. Follow the video setup procedure in Service Source CD and the
nmonitor will operate normally.
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
