The Multiple Scan 17 and 20 Di spl ays both have a di agnosti ¢ shutdown node that
can assist in finding a failed board in the nmonitor. Certain failures cause the
nonitor to shut down and light the picture control indicators to point to the
failed board.

If the nmonitor is shut down and has no display, the power LED is blinking, and
one of the five picture control lights are on, it is likely that the nonitor has
a failed board. The five lights can be used to help find the problem by
