Thi s docunent describes the versions of MegaPhone that have been rel eased and
that a custoner may have

The version nunbers can be interpreted in the foll ow ng way:

y = minor version nunber; increases with nminor feature set changes

z = bug fix version nunber; increases when a new rel ease is nmade for bug fixes

L = configuration nodifier which can have the foll ow ng val ues

SP = power surge

Al releases with the sane x.y.z values were fromthe same set of code and

t heref ore woul d have the sane fixes and the same bugs. Every time a version is
rel eased, one of the x, y, or z nunbers is increased even if not al
configurations (L value) are released. Therefore, it is possible to have a
1.0.1P but no 1.0.1 out in custoners' hands.

Oiginal release of MegaPhone. Bundled with the first builds of the GeoPort

Tel ecom Adapters. Wrks on the 6100, 7100, 8100 Power Macs, and the 660av and
840av. WIIl not work on any of the PowerSurge machines. It is recommended that
all custoners nove forward fromthis rel ease

This version does have a "How To Buy" section, runs in full featured node for 30
days then "expires" to basic node. It can be unlocked with an access code;
not hi ng needs to be shipped to the custoner.

First release of "MegaPhone for Performa". This configuration is

di stingui shable by its version nunber and the fact that the title of the nmain
phone w ndow i s "MegaPhone for Perfornma" as opposed to just "MegaPhone" in al
the other configurations. It was released with the 5200 and 6200 |ines of
Performas, however, it only works with the G obal Village TelePort Gold Ilv

i nternal nmodem The "v" is significant because it means a voi ce capabl e nbdem

The Performa feature set is different fromeither the Basic or Full Featured
sets. The differences fromFull Featured are:

1. Only first name, |ast name, and up to 10 phone nunbers can be entered for a
contact. The Full Featured configuration also allows a conmpany name and a user
definable tag to be entered.

2. The phone nunber | abels are not editable.
3. There is no Touch Tone Navi gat or
4, This configurati on does not use MegaDi al so does not aid the user in

dialing credit card nunbers, access codes, and proper country and city codes.
It also does not tell the user the tine at the nunber they are calling and
cannot | ook up country or city codes.

5. The user has a preference in this configuration to dial a certain prefix
for an outside line. This is handled by MegaDi al for the other configurations.

6. There is no renote retrieval of nessages.

7. There is no ability to synchronize with PI M.

8. There is no support for Power Tal k.

9. Moni toring works differently because of the sound architecture and the way
the nodens work in these nodels. Users nust turn on call nonitoring (screening)
before a call comes in and once activated it is activated for all calls until it
is deactivated. Once a call has gone to voicemail, the user cannot hear the
nessage being left. Even if the user purchases full featured MegaPhone, it
woul d still behave this way on these nachi nes.

10. Only fax and voice calls are arbitrated; data calls are not.



11. The Tel ephone Setup control panel ships with this configuration. This
control panel allows the user to change various settings having to do with how
MegaPhone interacts with their phone system Mst settings in this control
panel should not be adjusted by the average user.

12. There is no call log or ability to schedule calls.

This configuration can only work with the dobal Village internal nodem shi pped
with these conputers and does not expire. |f the user would like to upgrade to
the Full Featured configuration, a diskette nust be shipped to himor her by

Cypress.

Second rel ease of MegaPhone in the GeoPort Tel ecom Adapter kits. This version
is the nost recent on the various on-1line services.

Maj or probl ens addressed:
1. Users with no network but who were using PowerTal k and wanted to have the

voi ce nessages sent to their PowerTalk In Tray were receiving a -93 error. This
is fixed.

2. If the users nmachi ne crashed for any reason (even an application other than
MegaPhone) the contacts file could becone corrupt. Once this happened, we could
no |l onger read the entire file. In this version, we have nade it such that the

user night only lose a few contacts as opposed to the whole file, and we have
made even this less |ikely.

3. For some users, the itens in their speed dial |list would be cleared out
every time the quit the application. This is fixed.

4, VWiile renotely retrieving nessages, if the user entered "1" nultiple tines
and quickly to delete a nmessage their Macintosh could sonetinmes crash. This is
fixed.

5. New, Edit, and Del ete buttons have been added to the Contacts wi ndow. This
is to address direct custoner feedback that sone found it difficult to al ways
use the nmenu itens for these actions.

6. There were sone instances where the mai n phone wi ndow was not bei ng updat ed
properly when MegaPhone was in the background. This is fixed.

7. When MegaPhone was sent an Apple Event to dial a nunber, it would al ways
cone to the foreground. This is not correct Apple Events behavi or and has been
fixed such that MegaPhone remains in the background for this case. It stil

cones to the foreground when the phone is ringing if the user has sel ected that
option in preferences.

8. Sonme work toward |ocalizability was done. None of this is user apparent.

9. 1.0 did not work properly with Apple Tel ecom Software version 2.1 or |ater
This has been fixed. This version (1.0.2) works with Apple Tel ecom Sof t war e



versions 2.0, 2.1, 2.2, and 2.3 and works on any Power Mac, 660av, or 840av wth
a GeoPort Tel ecom adapt er

This version does have a "How To Buy" section, runs in full featured node for 30
days then "expires" to basic node. It can be unlocked with an access code;
not hi ng needs to be shipped to the custonmer.

This configuration is the same as 1.0.2 but was a limted rel ease at MacWrld

Boston 1995. It has no "How To Buy" section, never expires, and does not need
to be unlocked. It was distributed on diskette only at the show. \Wen these
users wi sh to upgrade for any bug fix release, they will need to call into

Cypress for an access code.

This configuration is the same as 1.0.2, but it is |ocked into basic node and
uses the "Deno Dial er Tel ephone Tool" by default. There is no "How To Buy"
section so if the user wishes to purchase a full featured configuration, a

di skette will need to be shipped to himor her or the user can download 1.0.2 or
later froman on-line service and use that instead.

This configuration was shipped on the hard drives of the PowerSurge nmachi nes and
was included to allow custoners to see that there are tel ephony applications for
t hese nachi nes and to encourage themto try it. Also, if users already have a
GeoPort Tel ecom Adapter frombefore the 2.0 releases, they could still use
MegaPhone with it by installing the version of the Apple Tel ecom Software al so

i ncl uded on these nachi nes.

Third rel ease of MegaPhone for the GeoPort Tel ecom Adapter kits. This version
is not yet posted to on-line services and has not been delivered to Apple, but
has gone GM

Maj or probl ens addressed:

1. Users using MacsBug 6.5d12 woul d encounter a nmenory error when quitting
MegaPhone. This and other nmenory rel ated bugs were fixed. Mst users would not
see these problens, however, they could account for some "randoni crashes and

general instabilities.

2. Localizability work is conplete. This version was |ocalized successfully
i nto Japanese using the sane code base for both.

3. Changes were made to synchroni ze properly with NowContact 3.5.
Thi s version does have a "How To Buy" section, runs in full featured node for 30
days then "expires" to basic node. It can be unlocked with an access code;

not hi ng needs to be shipped to the custoner.

This configuration is the sanme as 1.0.3 but has been | ocalized for Japanese
(including the voice pronpts for renote retrieval). A localized version of
MegaDi al al so shipped with this version which included better support for

di al i ng Japanese phone nunbers both w thin and outside Japan

This is the release of the 1.0.3 code base for Performas which has the sane
feature set as described for 1.0.2P. This version ships with the 5200, 5300,
6200, and 6300 desktop conputers. Al users of 1.0.2P can nove forward to
1.0. 3P.

Maj or probl ens addressed (in addition to those addressed for plain 1.0.3):

1. For some users, on sonme calls, once the call was connected, MegaPhone woul d
hang up. This is fixed.

2. For sonme users, the volunme of the recorded nmessages was very low. The
vol ume has been increased a little. (Some users are also able to fix this
probl em by adjusting the recording volune in the Tel ephone Setup control
panel ).

3. This version works with the @ obal Village TelePort PlatinumV and the
A obal Village TelePort Gold |lv nodens.

4, Users using pulse (rotary) dialing could not dial |ong distance nunbers.
This is fixed.

Di f f erences between Basic and Full Featured

This only applies to the 1.0, 1.0.2, 1.0.3, and 1.0.3J builds.
