DISCUSSION ----------------------------------------------------

The distinguishing factor between the two drives is the manufacturer. Be sure to
order the replacement drive from the same manufacturer as the one you remove: If
you remove a Conner drive from the computer, order the replacement Conner
mechanism; if you remove a Quantum drive, order the replacement Quantum drive.
