If a PowerBook 145 is returned for service, and it is determ ned that the
expansi on board is at fault, the PowerBook 145 expansi on board will be
repl aced with a PowerBook 170 expansion board that includes the 68882 math
CO- processor.

If the expansion board is replaced, the "About This Macintosh ..." itemin
the Apple nmenu will show "PowerBook 170". Also, applications that use a
mat h co-processor will have the use of the 68882.
