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Is PostScript Level Il inplemented in the LaserWiter IIf and Ilg,
Personal LaserWiter NTR and LaserWiter Pro 600 and 630 printers?

Does Post Script Level Il include support for conposite fonts and how does
this relate to the Kanji Tal k environment?
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The Apple LaserWiter 1If and Il1g, Personal LaserWiter NIR, and LaserWiter
Pro 600 and 630 printers DO contain PostScript Level Il in their ROV. It is
the conplete and | atest version of PostScript (rev 2010.130).

In terms of conposite font support, the conposite font extensions in

Post Script Level | are fully incorporated into PostScript Level I1. Thus,
the LaserWiter IIf and Ilg and LaserWiter Pro 600 and 630 DO support the use
of composite fonts. These conposite font extensions (built into the NTX-J
ROM, in addition to the external hard drive with the Kanjitalk conposite
fonts, enabled the printing of Kanji characters on the LaserWiter NTX-J
printer. Since the LaserWiter IIf and Ilg, and LaserWiter Pro 600 and 630,
have the conposite font extensions built into their ROV as part of

Post Script Level |1, these printers would be capable of printing Kanji
characters if a hard drive with Kanjital k PostScript conmposite fonts were
connected to the printer.

There are al so sone other inplenentation details that we have little

i nfornmati on on, such as Kanji character caching, etc., which would al so be
required to provide acceptabl e performance. These inplenentation details
woul d nmost likely be in the formof PostScript programnms that woul d

reside on the font hard di sk and | oad when the printer is switched ON

In conclusion, the capability for printing PostScript Kanji characters is
present on the LaserWiter |If and Ilg and LaserWiter Pro 600 and 630, but
has yet to be utilized. The only m ssing piece here is the external hard
drive, which would contain the Kanji PostScript fonts and possi bl e Post Scri pt



code segnments for additional inplenmentation details.

Note that a PostScript Level Il driver would NOT be required. This is
because the conposite font operators are utilized at the printer |evel, not
the driver level. In ternms of Kanji TrueType, TrueType Kanji Talk fonts can be

printed to any Macintosh printer since the TrueType rasterizer can be resident
in the Macintosh or in the printer
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
