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You are correct that there is the capability of setting passwords in our
Post Scri pt LaserWiters, however there are currently no plans to incorporate
that capability (such as a user interface) into LaserWiter 8.

Wth regard to QuickDraw GX, password functionality has been inplenented via an
extension to the FileSharing mechanism |t has the capability of capturing

Qui ckDraw printers (connected serially to the Maci ntosh) and network Post Scri pt
printers, and can require a password before users can print to the printer
Access is governed through settings in the Users & G oups control panel
