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As of date code EE438 (first few characters of the serial nunber), Apple will be
shi ppi ng the PowerBook 150 with the battery renoved fromthe nachine.

The battery will be placed in a protective case and shi pped inside the accessory
box. A spare battery door will be placed over the enpty conpartment to cover
it.
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Custoners may have sone difficulty with this, in that they nay not realize the
battery isn't installed. Calls may be generated with custoners saying that they
are having a problemw th the machi ne not running frombattery, or saying that
the battery doesn't show up in the Control Strip.

Pl ease check to nmake sure that the battery is actually in the unit.

Due to the way that the PowerBook 150 power circuit works, if you insert a
charged battery, the machine will typically power on by itself. |If the backup
battery is very |l ow, sonetinmes the machine will generate a 4 tone error chine.
If the machine is restarted on the AC Adapter, it will power back up fine

This reason for renoving the battery is to prevent the machi ne from powering
itself on during shipping, and draining the batteries (min and backup).
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
