Power Book 5300 series computers take a long time to startup when the AC adapter
is connected. The reason for the delay is interference fromthe power supply
board which sl ows down the hard drive spin up tine.

Appl e' s Power Book Conti nuati on Engi neering has resol ved the problem by placi ng
an EM shield onto the power supply board. Once the shield is in place the
startup tinme will be nornal

The power supply shield has been built in to all PowerBook 5300 series units in
manuf acturing after the serial nunbers FC542XXX and CK542XXX.

Customers who report this probl em should have the power supply board repl aced.
Al'l new power supply boards in service stock should have the EM shield

i nstall ed.
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
