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Currently the 132 MHz Processor Upgrade Card includes a grounding clip, and a
fan, whereas the 120 MHz version does not. You only need to install the
grounding clip if the 132 MHz Processor Upgrade Card is installed in a Power
Maci nt osh 7500 or 7600 conputer. The fan is needed only when installing the 132
MHz Processor Upgrade Card in a Power Macintosh 9500 conputer
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
