Conpag had one witeup in their help files which recommended a change to

QTWI N, but that change had no effect. After many false turns, Conpaq
suggest ed | oadi ng the QVvi sion Wndows device drivers in conventional nenory vice
high.

They reconmended runni ng CPQSETUP. EXE from Fil e Manager with an execute
option of /MAP=LON This appears to run CPQSETUP normally and you can
sel ect the appropriate display and nonitor options as usual but the
resulting drivers are loaded in low nenmory. | can't find this option
docunent ed anywhere.

The end result (after restarting Wndows) is that now QuickTine for W ndows
application progranms run properly. Usually these are small-w ndow
applications so selecting 640x480 256-col or node results in a |arger

di spl ay.

The "funny" twist to all this is that the change will be undone if you
change (or even reselect) display nodes in Wndows using the preferred
Control Panel "Display" option. You have to remenber to use the /NMAP=LOW
option whenever you change display nodes and | assune this can only be done
manual ly with File Run or by creating a Programltemwth this option added
