Unfortunately, it does not adjust the packet length field to indicate the length
change. Wen a DEBN - equi pped VAX receives such a packet, the firmware | ooks at
it, decides that the packet is damaged because of di screpancies between the
length field and the actual |ength, and discards the packet.
