The best and easiest way to install the AIR 2.0 on a System 7 Macintosh is
to use the | atest Network Software Installer (NSI) disk. Currently, this is
NSI 1.4.1. To do this, run the installer and select the "Custonize" option
Sel ect the "AppleTal k Router (v 2.0) for System 7" option and install. The
installer will ask for the AIR 2.0 disk and properly install the software.

The other nethod is to manually install the files fromthe AIR 2.0 di sk.

1) Install System 7 along with EtherTal k or TokenTal k.

2) Insert the AppleTalk Internet Router 2.0 disk
