There are several ways to identify the two boards.  The easiest is by
checking the part number of the IC 5 ROM -- the ROMs have different part
numbers.

Another way is by checking the part number that is silkscreened on the PCB
between the paper-feed motor and paper-out switch connectors.

• IC12 and IC13 on the Rev. A board were combined into one component on the
  Rev. B board -- now labeled IC12.
