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Wiy won't ny SuperDrive eject a diskette?
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When a SuperDrive (FDHD disk drive) fails to eject a disk, the usual cause is
drive notor failure due to dust contamination. Because the drive notor isn't
seal ed, dust can enter the notor and cause it to fail. Inproperly cleaning a
dusty SuperDrive assenbly with conpressed air can aggravate this problem

Appl e recommends the foll ow ng:

* Periodically clean the SuperDrive with conpressed air. If you have
installed a dust shield (see below), be sure to renove it before cleaning
the drive. 1In a nornmal office environment, you nay need to clean a
SuperDrive every few nonths. |[If the environment is very dusty, you may need
to clean it every week.

 When cleaning a SuperDrive with conpressed air, protect the notor from dust
contami nation by blowing the air anay fromthe notor. |f you bl ow conpressed
air at the drive notor, you nay force dust into it and cause it to fail.

e After you have cl eaned the SuperDrive, install a dust shield
(Service P/ N 076-0439) to prevent dust fromaccurmulating in the drive.
The dust shield is designed to provide additional protection from
dust contami nation. This part can be obtained froman Authorized Apple
Servi ce Provider.
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
