Qccasionally, Apple Service
perforns an additional spot check to these hard drives at Apple or at the hard
drive vendor. During this test, the hard drives are formatted and naned
"Test0_HD'. These hard drives operate properly and don't need to be
reformatted before you install System Software.

If a hard drive has System Software installed, the drive's nane woul d change
from"Test0 HD' to "Maci ntosh HD".
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
