About the System Mover Scri pt

The object of this AppleScript is to aid in a drag copy of a nodel System Fol der
to a volune or partition. An existing System Folder on the volunme will be

repl aced, but not before saving any user preferences, fonts, and other non-Apple
i nstalled Extensions and Control Panels.

The expected running environment is a machi ne booted froma CD ROM contai ning a
nodel System Fol der (designed for the nodel of the Macintosh and naned "System
Folder (7.5.3)" ) and this Droplet. If nore that one disk volune or partition is
found with a System Folder, the user is queried for which volune is to receive
the new System Folder. An alternate way of invoking this application is by
droppi ng the System Fol der to be replaced onto the Applet.



This AppleScript Applet will first create a special folder called "System Fol der
(disabled)" on the volune receiving the new System Fol der. Several folders
within the existing System Fol der are exami ned for non-Appl e Extensions, Control
Panel s, etc. These non-Apple files are noved to the special folder. Folders
exam ned al so includes Apple Menu Itenms, Control Strip Mdules, and the "...
(disabled)" folders for Control Panels, Extensions, and System Extension

O her folders where users nodifications may have been nade are al so noved
intact, to the special folder. These folders are Preferences, Fonts, Launcher
Itenms, Startup Itens, Shutdown Itens, PowerTalk Data, and Claris, if present.
The user Scrapbook File is also noved to the special folder

After all non-Apple software has been saved in the special folder, the existing
System Fol der is deleted. A new Systemfolder is copied fromthe startup drive
and then fol ders containing user preferences are restored fromthe special

fol der. Extensions, Control Panels, and Apple Menu Itens are left in the special
folder for the user to restore selectively, at a later tinme.
